Share

Gather as a family and share highs and lows for the day. Here are some general
questions to ponder. What was something New you saw today? What was
something fun you did today?

A question that leads into the lesson - Have you ever been picked to do something
special by your friends? Did you ever pick a friend to do something special?

Read

After the Death and resurrection, the disciples continued to do ministry. One of
the first things they had to do was replace Judas Iscariot ( who Betrayed Jesus).
Read Acts 1:15-17 and 21-26 to hear the story about calling that new 12" person to
join them.

Talk

The Disciples had a very tough decision between 2 very well qualified men to
replace Judas Iscariot. Barsabbas and Matthias were 2 men that had been
following Jesus and the disciples for some time now. They had both been doing
ministry with them and had seen some of the miracles of Jesus. I'm sure this was
a tough decision to pick just one of them. In the end they prayed and choose
Matthias. Talk about a time you had to make a tough decision. What did you talk
about? Did you Pray? How did it all work out?
